The solution to each puzzle is a text message written in the English alphabet (   R6).

Wait!  What was that?  Was that a clue?  Why was that word in bold?  And, what does that stuff after
the word mean?

Sorry.  Can’t help you.  That would spoil all the fun.

Don’t worry.  Not only are puzzles scattered throughout this document (   R4), various hints are sprinkled
about, too.  Pay attention to the details on each page; most everything within these pages is relevant to
discovering the overall solution.

Be sure to use the appendix (   R2) at the end.  It should assist you when converting messages (   R7)
into their alphabetic equivalent.

For the most part, many of the puzzles may be solved with pencil and paper.  Other puzzles might require
a little research (   R3).  The Internet might help you solve one of the puzzles, while a chess set (   R1)
might help you solve another.

These puzzles are designed to be fun, not frustrating.  We want to exercise (   R8) your brain, not your
patience.

Her extended family holds a huge
Easter egg hunt in the country.  A truck bed loaded with hundreds, if not thousands, of
plastic Easter eggs are scattered across a stretch of farmland.  Inside some of the eggs
will be instructions to find one of the relatives to receive a special prize.  That year, one
of our prizes was a light blue, knitted chicken over a plastic Easter egg.  Engaged (at
the time) and new to my wacky family, but already well-aware of our off-the-wall traditions,
Julie also realized what we had found.  We looked at each other and said those three
magic words, "Our garlic holder."

We've passed along the tradition to
our friends.  We gave one couple a
blue-chicken, squeak toy.  Another
friend has her own tradition of hiding
a stuffed animal frog.  If you'd like
to start your own Blue Chicken
tradition, you can use anything
smallish.
